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Women’s Basketball Notes

Too Much for West Virginia Tech
Behind 27 points from Viktoria Krell and a double-double by Ashley 
Rainey, the Lindsey Wilson College women’s basketball team built 
a 19-point halftime lead over West Virginia Tech before playing an 
even second half to secure a 76-57 win on Thursday at Biggers 
Sports Center. Tori Eagle led the Golden Eagles with 20 points.

What Rio Grande Does Well
The RedStorm love to shoot the three, and they do it well, ranking 
second in the NAIA in made 3-pointers per game at 9.0. Their 135 
total threes made ranks second in the nation as well. Jenna Smith 
is Rio Grande’s leader from behind the arc with an NAIA-high 58 
3-pointers. Smith is also a great shooter from the free-throw line, 
hitting 89.8 percent of her shots to lead the NAIA. 

Blue Raiders against Ranked Opponents
Including the two ranked wins in the Daytona Beach Shootout, Lind-
sey Wilson has played  ve opponents ranked in the NAIA Coaches’ 
Poll Top 25 this season. The Blue Raiders are 3-2 against those 
ranked teams.

Can Krell be Greatest Scorer Too?
Viktoria Krell is the best rebounder in program history with 1,082 
boards. The next question is can she earn that same recognition in 
scoring? Currently at No. 2 on the all-time scoring list, Krell needs 
408 points the rest of the season to overtake Donna Burden as the 
leading scorer in program history. Just including the 16 guarenteed 
games left this season, Krell would need to average 25.5 points per 
game to set the record.

Diondra the Distributor 
Senior Diondra Anthony makes  nding her teammates easy bas-
kets look effortless. The Bowling Green, Ky., native ranks sixth in 
the NAIA in assists per game at 5.5. Anthony ranks  fth on Lindsey 
Wilson’s all-time list as well with 401 dimes. Tifany Reid is the next 
player in front of her with 450, leaving Diondra needing 50 assists 
to pass her.

Sizzling Shooters, Rabid Rebounders
As a team, Lindsey Wilson is shooting 49.7 percent from the  eld 
which ranks second in the NAIA. Nearly just as impressive, the 
Blue Raiders rank third in total rebound margin at 13.5. So far this 
season, Lindsey Wilson has been outrebounded once, however it 
still won the game. LWC allows just 28.8 rebounds per game which 
ranks third in the NAIA.

Leading the MSC 
Sophomore Ashley Rainey leads the MSC in  eld-goal percentage by 
a wide margin at 64.9 percent, while senior Viktoria Krell is second 
on the list at 58.6 percent. The league’s leading scorer -- Camp-
bellsville University’s Whitney Ballinger -- is third at 49.8 percent. 
Rainey also leads the conference in rebounds per game at 10.4, 
while Ballinger is second at 10.2. Rio Grande’s Bre Davis is second 
in assists per game at 5.5, while Diondra Anthony is third at 5.4.

Coach John B. Wethington enters his 
22nd season in 2010-11 as the head of 
the Lindsey Wilson women’s basketball 
program.

Wethington has led the Blue Raiders to 
seven NAIA National Tournaments, includ-
ing three straight and four out of the 
last  ve. The Blue Raiders reached the 
tournament’s Sweet 16 in two of the last 
three seasons.

Lindsey Wilson is 410-261 under Wething-
ton, including 11 seasons of at least 20 
wins. His team’s 25 wins in 2008-09 tied 
the program’s record -- Wethington also 
led the 1992-93 team to 25 wins -- for 
most wins in a single season. 

Wethington has led the Blue Raiders to

Basketball Coach of the Year.

Wethington earned his 400th win on 
November 5, 2010 in a 99-67 win over 
Morris College. 

Before being named head coach at Lind-
sey Wilson in 1989, Wethington spent 
two seasons as an assistant coach for the 
women’s program. 

Wethington graduated from Western 
Kentucky University in 1987. Wethington 
served as head manager for the men’s 
basketball program, which was coached 
by former college and NBA star Clem 
Haskins. 

Wethington was also a student assistant 
coach at LWC during the 1982-83 and 
1983-84 seasons. 

Wethington is a native of Clementsville, 
Kentucky, and a 1982 graduate of Casey 
County High School. 

Wethington and his wife, Shelia, have two 
children, Mason and Brenna.
