Women’s Basketball Notes

How the Mighty Fell
The Daytona Beach Shootout showed that the Lindsey Wilson Col-
lege women could compete with anyone on the national scene. The 
Blue Raiders took down the NAIA’s  fth and sixth ranked teams 
on back-to-back days while in Florida. No. 5 Saint Xavier fell  rst 
72-54, then No. 6 Freed Hardeman let a large lead slip away for a 
67-63 loss to Lindsey Wilson. 

What West Virginia Tech Does Well
The Golden Bears are a tough team to handle on the glass. With 
relatively low shooting percentages from the  eld and 3-point line, 
West Virginia Tech relies on outrebounding its opponents to earn a 
win. Lindsey Wilson is rarely beaten on the board, averaging 37.7 
per game, but the Golden Bears and grabbing 38.7 rebounds per 
game. As a team, West Virginia Tech ranks 16th in the NAIA in of-
fensive rebounds per game at 16.4.

Blue Raiders against Ranked Opponents
Including the two ranked wins in the Daytona Beach Shootout, Lind-
sey Wilson has played  ve opponents ranked in the NAIA Coaches’ 
Poll Top 25 this season. The Blue Raiders are 3-2 against those 
ranked teams.

Can Krell be Greatest Scorer Too?
Viktoria Krell is the best rebounder in program history with 1,077 
boards. The next question is can she earn that same recognition in 
scoring? Currently at No. 2 on the all-time scoring list, Krell needs 
435 points the rest of the season to overtake Donna Burden as the 
leading scorer in program history. Just including the 17 guarenteed 
games left this season, Krell would need to average 25.6 points per 
game to set the record.

Diondra the Distributor 
Senior Diondra Anthony makes  nding her teammates easy bas-
kets look effortless. The Bowling Green, Ky., native ranks sixth in 
the NAIA in assists per game at 5.5. Anthony ranks  fth on Lindsey 
Wilson’s all-time list as well with 394 dimes. Tifany Reid is the next 
player in front of her with 450, leaving Diondra needing 57 assists 
to pass her.

Sizzling Shooters, Rabid Rebounders
As a team, Lindsey Wilson is shooting 49.7 percent from the  eld 
which ranks third in the NAIA. Nearly just as impressive, the Blue 
Raiders rank third in total rebound margin at 13.5. So far this 
season, Lindsey Wilson has been outrebounded once, however it 
still won the game. LWC allows just 28.8 rebounds per game which 
ranks third in the NAIA.

Litzinger on the Mend 
Sophomore Kasey Litzinger has been unavailable the entire sea-
son with a knee injury, but has been on the mend throughout the 
holiday season and is nearing being able to get back on the court. 
Litzinger started six games last season, averaging 4.8 points and 
1.7 rebounds while shooting 36.6 percent from the 3-point line.

Coach John B. Wethington enters his 
22nd season in 2010-11 as the head of 
the Lindsey Wilson women’s basketball 
program.

Wethington has led the Blue Raiders to 
seven NAIA National Tournaments, includ-
ing three straight and four out of the 
last  ve. The Blue Raiders reached the 
tournament’s Sweet 16 in two of the last 
three seasons.

Lindsey Wilson is 409-261 under Wething-
ton, including 11 seasons of at least 20 
wins. His team’s 25 wins in 2008-09 tied 
the program’s record -- Wethington also 
led the 1992-93 team to 25 wins -- for 
most wins in a single season. 

Wethington has led the Blue Raiders to

Wethington graduated from Western 
Kentucky University in 1987. Wethington 
served as head manager for the men’s 
basketball program, which was coached 
by former college and NBA star Clem 
Haskins. 

Wethington was also a student assistant
