Women’s Basketball Notes
Copley Burns Shawnee State Down the Stretch on Thursday
It was better late than never for Michelle Copley as she scored all 
 ve of her points in the  nal three minutes to push the 15th ranked 
Lindsey Wilson women’s basketball team past Shawnee State (Ohio) 
University 68-61 on Thursday at Biggers Sports Center. The Bears 
had taken the lead for just the second time in the game at 54-53 
with 4:33 to play before senior Viktoria Krell and sophomore Ash-
ley Rainey made back-to-back baskets, followed by a Copley three 
that put the Blue Raiders ahead for good. Senior Bethany Spillman 
led the Blue Raiders in scoring with 17 points, while Krell added 14 
and senior Diondra Anthony added 13. Rainey chipped in a double-
double of 12 points and a game-high 10 rebounds.

What Georgetown Does Well
The Tigers are a team that takes pride in controlling the back-
boards, as evidenced by their No. 5 national ranking in total of-
fensive rebounds with 1,199. Georgetown is sixth in rebounds per 
game with 46.1 and ranks seventh nationally in offensive boards 
per game at 17.4. Kourtney Tyra is also one of the top distributors 
in the nation, dishing out an NAIA 15th best 4.7 dimes per contest.

Krell Scores 2,000th Point of Her Career 
Senior Viktoria Krell is nearing the end of her Blue Raider career, 
but the Ludwigsburg, Germany native will be going out in style as 
just the second player in program history to score 2,000 points in 
a career. With her eighth point in a 14-point performance against 
Shawnee State on Feb. 17, Krell reached the 2,000-point mark.

Rainey Among the NAIA’s Best 
Sophomore Ashley Rainey is in the top 10 of  ve different NAIA 
statistical categories, including  eld-goal percentage where she is 
second at 63.0 percent, points per game (20.5), ranking seventh, 
total scoring with 533 points which ranks sixth, ninth in total re-
bounds with 273, as well as 4.7 offensive rebounds per game which 
rank  fth nationally.

Blue Raiders against Ranked Opponents
Including the two ranked wins in the Daytona Beach Shootout in 
December, Lindsey Wilson has played six opponents ranked in the 
NAIA Coaches’ Poll Top 25 this season. The Blue Raiders are 3-3 
against those ranked teams.

Last Time Out against the Tigers
Ashley Rainey poured in a game-high 26 points and eight rebounds 
and Viktoria Krell added 13 points - all in the second half - to push 
Lindsey Wilson past Georgetown 83-76 on Jan. 15 in Davis-Reid 
Alumni Gym. Sophomore Sarah Gillis added a career-high 11 points 
on three 3-pointers and seniors Diondra Anthony and Bethany Spill-
man both got into double  gures with 10 points each. Kourtney 
Tyra paced the Tigers with 22 points, while Mandi Boykin and Devon 
Golden each added 12 points. It was a season-high total for Golden.

Diondra the Distributor 
Senior Diondra Anthony makes  nding her teammates easy baskets 
look effortless. The Bowling Green, Ky., native ranks eighth in the 
NAIA in assists per game at 5.4. Anthony ranks third on Lindsey 
Wilson’s all-time list as well with 464 dimes. 

Sizzling Shooters, Rabid Rebounders
As a team, Lindsey Wilson is shooting 47.8 percent from the  eld 
which ranks third in the NAIA. Nearly just as impressive, the Blue 
Raiders rank  fth in total rebound margin at 10.7. So far this sea-
son, Lindsey Wilson has just been outrebounded  ve times, how-
ever it still won the game on four of the occasions. LWC allows just 
31.0 rebounds per game which ranks  fth in the NAIA.

Anthony, Krell Near Top of Games Played List
Seniors Diondra Anthony and Viktoria Krell have each played 126 
games in their Lindsey Wilson careers. That number currently ranks 
tied for fourth in the record books, but the pair will have a chance 
to jump to the top of the list, in a tie for  rst-place, if they play the 
rest of the regular-season games and the  rst contest of the MSC 
Championship. Lyndsay Howard, who played for the Blue Raiders 
from 2000-04 is the current record holder at 129 games played.

Coach John B. Wethington enters his 
22nd season in 2010-11 as the head of 
the Lindsey Wilson women’s basketball 
program.

Wethington has led the Blue Raiders to 
seven NAIA National Tournaments, includ-
ing three straight and four out of the 
last  ve. The Blue Raiders reached the 
tournament’s Sweet 16 in two of the last 
three seasons.

Lindsey Wilson is 419-264 under Wething-
ton, including 11 seasons of at least 20 
wins. His team’s 25 wins in 2008-09 tied 
the program’s record -- Wethington also 
led the 1992-93 team to 25 wins -- for 
most wins in a single season. 

Wethington has led the Blue Raiders to 
 ve Kentucky Intercollegiate Athletic 
Conference (KIAC) championships prior 
to moving to the Mid-South Conference in 
2000-01.

In 2007-08, Wethington led the Blue 
Raiders to their second consecutive Mid-
South Conference regular-season title. 

Lindsey Wilson  nished the regular sea-
son 8-2 in league play after a 9-1 mark in 
2006-07. 

Wethington has been honored  ve times 
with conference coach of the year awards.

Wethington was the 1990-91, 1996-97 
and 1998-99 KIAC Women’s Basket-
ball Coach of the Year and 2006-07 and 
2007-08 Mid-South Conference Women’s 
Basketball Coach of the Year.

Wethington earned his 400th win on 
November 5, 2010 in a 99-67 win over 
Morris College. 

Before being named head coach at Lind-
sey Wilson in 1989, Wethington spent 
two seasons as an assistant coach for the 
women’s program. 

Wethington graduated from Western 
Kentucky University in 1987. Wethington 
served as head manager for the men’s 
basketball program, which was coached 
by former college and NBA star Clem 
Haskins. 

Wethington was also a student assistant 
coach at LWC during the 1982-83 and 
1983-84 seasons. 

Wethington is a native of Clementsville, 
Kentucky, and a 1982 graduate of Casey 
County High School. 

Wethington and his wife, Shelia, have two 
children, Mason and Brenna.
