Looking Back to Last Season

Lindsey Wilson swept the home and home series
with Shawnee State last season winning 51-44
in Portsmouth and 76-75 in Columbia. Lind-

sey Wilson’s Chase Spreen scored 14 points

and Chase Cox added 13 points in the win at
home, while Shawnee State’s Tyler Morgan led
the Bears in Columbia with 22 points and seven
rebounds.

Back on the Winning Track

After losing (87-78) for the first time in seven
games last Thursday to West Virginia Tech, Lind-
sey Wilson beat Rio Grade 73-70 in come-from-
behind fashion.

Remarkable Comeback

Trailing 70-61 with 1:58 left in the game, Lind-
sey Wilson scored the final 12 points of the
game in the Blue Raiders; 73-70 win at Rio
Grande last Saturday.

Three-Point Dominance

Lindsey Wilson is second in the NAIA this season
in three-point defense and fourth in three-point

offense. The Blue Raiders’ opponents are shoot-

ing just 25.5 percent from three-point range this
season while the LWC shooters are making 40.2
percent of their threes this season.

Perfect Month

Lindsey Wilson finished the month of Decem-
ber with a perfect 5-0 record in regular season
games. The Blue Raiders have won all four of
their non-exhibition games this month. It was
the first perfect month since the Blue Raiders
finished 3-0 in December 2008.

Climbing the Scoring Ladder

Lindsey Wilson’s Kalen Kimberland and Chase
Spreen have moved inside the top-25 on the
program’s all-time scoring list this season. Kim-
berland is 20th all-time with 795 points. He is 11
points from Steve Martin’s 806 points. Spreen is
21st with 727 points.

Charity Work

Lindsey Wilson leads the MSC and is eighth in
the NAIA in free throw shooting this season. The
Blue Raiders are shooting 74.3 percent from the
charity stripe. Chase Spreen (83.2 percent) and
Kalen Kimberland (78.5) are second and third
respectively in the MSC.



Eclipsing 450

Coach Paul Peck won his 450 career game against Rio
Grande on Jan. 7. In his career, Peck won 54 games
with Lindsey Wilson during the 1978-79 and 1979-80
seasons when LWC was a junior college. He won 60
games in four seasons at Panola Junior College and
22 games at Kentucky State University. Peck picked
up 100 wins in six seasons at Cumberland University
and owns 214 wins in nine-plus seasons with Lindsey
Wilson in his second stint as the Blue Raiders head
coach.

Moving Up

Lindsey Wilson moved up four spots in the NAIA Divi-
sion | Coaches’ Top-25 Poll this week to No. 14. It is
the highest ranking of the season for the Blue Raid-
ers.

Nearly Doubling Up from Three

Thanks to its combination of deadly outside shooting
and guarding the three-point arc, Lindsey Wilson has
almost doubled its competition this season from be-
yond the arc. The Blue Raiders have made 104 threes
while surrendering just 56 this season.

Recipe for Success

Lindsey Wilson’s success under coach Paul Peck re-
volves around two numbers, 70 and 50. When the
Blue Raiders score 70 points in Peck’s nine-plus years,
Lindsey Wilson is 158-19. Additionally, the Blue Raid-
ers are 83-8 under Peck when they shoot at least 50
percent from the field. This season, LWC is 11-2 when
scoring 70 points and 6-0 when shooting 50 percent.

MSC Projections

Lindsey Wilson was projected to finish sixth in the
MSC this season. The Blue Raiders received 32 voting
points from the MSC coaches in the preseason poll.
Shawnee State was picked to finish eighth after re-
ceiving 16 voting points from the conference coaches.

Looking Ahead

Lindsey Wilson hosts to Georgetown College on Satur-
day, Jan. 14, while Shawnee State travels to Univer-
sity of the Cumberlands on Saturday.
