Tonight's Game
Lindsey Wilson leads the all-time series against West Virginia Tech 11-
2, winning the past nine contests. The Blue Raiders’ last loss against 
the Golden Bears came in March of 2007 in the Mid-South Conference 
Tournament in Frankfort, Ky., 79-76. Last season both of Lindsey Wil-
son’s wins against West Va. Tech were won by double fi gures. Neither 
team is scoring a ton of points this season as the Blue Raiders average 
68.1 points per game and the Golden Bears are tallying 62.4 points per 
contest. Lindsey Wilson is outshooting the Golden Bears this season 
43.7 percent to 39.5 percent.

Women’s Basketball Notes

Scouting West Virginia Tech
The Golden Bears had a December to not remember, losing seven 
of eight games in the month. After losing by 39 points to Fairmont 
University to open the 2012 portion of the schedule, West Virginia 
Tech fi nally got back on the winning side of things on Tuesday, beat-
ing Salem International 78-50 on the road. Shooting and rebound-
ing aren’t a major weakness for the Golden Bears, but defense that 
has been keeping them out of the win column. While scoring 62 
points per game, West Virginia Tech is allowing 75. 

Golden Bear to Watch
Junior guard Amy Gardner leads West Va. Tech in scoring and re-
bouding so far this season. Gardner averages 16.4 points and 7.1 
rebounds and shoots 75.0 percent from the free-throw line, hitting 
36-of-48 shots. Gardner had her best offensive game of the sea-
son on Tuesday, tallying 32 points and 17 rebounds against Salem 
International. 

West Virginia Tech and the Mid-South Conference
The Golden Bears are leaving the Mid-South Conference in June of 
2012 to become an independent in the NAIA and also apply for the 
United States Collegiate Athletic Association (USCAA). West Virginia 
Tech is currently ineligble for postseason play in the NAIA and MSC 
and games against the Golden Bears will not count for opponents 
in the conference standings. The eligibility for postseason competi-
tion was lost due to applications for NCAA membership in 2010 and 
2011.

A Perfect December for the Blue Raiders
The Blue Raiders went 7-0 in December with two wins against NAIA 
Top-25 teams and the top-ranked team in NAIA Div. II in Indi-
ana Wesleyan 65-62 on Dec. 17. Lindsey Wilson beat 12th ranked 
Bethel (Tenn.) University 61-50 on Dec. 9 and a day later topped 
third ranked Azusa Pacifi c (Calif.) 80-69, with both games played in 
Campbellsville, Ky. A large catalyst for the wins was the return of 
junior forward Ashley Rainey. Rainey made her debut against Azusa 
Pacifi c after sitting out the fall semester due to eligibility issues and 
the Blue Raiders haven’t lost since, getting 23.8 points and 12.0 
rebounds per game from the Bowling Green, Ky., native.

A Return to MSC Play
Lindsey Wilson’s last MSC game was a 75-60 win against Pikeville 
(Ky.) at home on Dec. 3, so now in a new year the Blue Raiders 
are ready to return to conference play. While the game against the 
Golden Bears will not count in the MSC standings, the tilt at Rio 
Grande (Ohio) on Saturday will be the offi cial return. The Blue Raid-
ers are currently fourth in the league standings at 2-1, while Shaw-
nee State is tied with Georgetown (Ky.) for fi rst place at 4-0.

Wethington Coaches 700th Game
John B. Wethington is in his 23rd season as head coach at Lindsey 
Wilson and Friday’s game against Bethel (Tenn.) was his 700th on 
the sideline coaching the Blue Raiders. Wethington has won 434 
games in his career which puts him at No. 4 on the all-time wins list 
among active NAIA women’s basketball coaches.
